What is an area knowledge certificate?

An area knowledge certificate is a certificate that shows you
have passed a general knowledge test relating to the area
your taxi organisation operates in. It also shows that you have
demonstrated an ability to communicate in the English
language.

Who needs to hold it?

All taxi drivers!

It is illegal to drive a taxi without an Area knowledge certificate
for the area required by the Taxi company they are driving for.

How do taxi drivers obtain an Area Knowledge Certificate?
Only approved “area knowledge testing agencies” are able to
issue Area Knowledge Certificates.

Triple ‘A’ Driver Training Centre is an approved testing agency
and will help you through this process.

The fastest and simplest way to obtain your certificate is to
attend a Triple ‘A’ Area Knowledge Course.

If you are unable to attend the course there is a distant
learning study pack available

How long does the course take?
In Wellington there are 4 city areas in the 1 metropolitan test:
Wellington, Upper Hutt, Lower Hutt and Porirua.

The course is held over four weeks, run from 9.30am-1pm
Monday to Wednesday and includes:

A four Week Area knowledge course
Area Knowledge Road Trips
Area Knowledge Test
